Dream Report® enables users to create, a turn-key simple project in a fast 
and an easy way, and then continue its development (if needed) in the 
Dream Report® Studio in a normal working mode. Step by step user will be 
guided to create a simple project with its main configurations. 
 

Dream Report® Studio Interface  
Ribbon Style Studio. 
Dream Report Studio now uses the Ribbon GUI interface of Microsoft Office 
2007. This ribbon style helps users find, understand, and use commands 
efficiently and directly—with a minimum number of clicks, with less need to 
resort to trial-and-error. 
 

Project Settings 
Advanced connection to a custom database using DSN.  
New option in the Database Configuration section of the Project Settings 
window enables users to connect to any predefined custom database/remote 
databases over the network, using the ODBC interface either by selecting an 
existing DSN, or by creating a new DSN. The new Test connection 
mechanism allows fast validation of the connection to the selected DSN.
